ALABAMA NEW YORK
Alabama county & local jails

still shackle incarcerated
pregnant women. They have

little to no access to a doula or
support system before, during,

or after birth. Solitary
confinement is widespread.

The first state to allows facility
nursery for new mothers to

spend time with their child up
to 30 months. They do not

shackle their pregnant women
or place them in long periods of

solitary confinement.

Lack of prenatal education, postpartum

counseling, or family planning, no prenatal or

hormone  medication, no nutritional  value

meals/supplements, and no obstetricians or

perinatologists for emergencies and high risk. 

Induced pregnancies, only 2 hours  max with

newborn babies, children are wardens of the

state after 24hrs without a caregiver named,

loss of parental rights, limited visitation, and

detained 500+ miles away from family.

Shackling, solitary confinement, squat and

cough,  strip searches, and viewed naked by

male officers. 

Pregnant  women exper ience a

unique set  of  chal lenges  whi le

incarcerated.  Largely ,  there  is  a

lack  of  care  and resources  for

women.

Led by Pamela Winn, The Dignity
Campaign seeks to restore safety
and dignity to incarcerated
pregnant women and their
children. The Dignty Campaign
includes advocacy for the passing
of two state and federal policies.
The Dignty For Incarcerated
Women Act and Women’s CARE
Act. Currently, Dignty For
Incarcerated Women Act has
passed in 19 states and included in
the federal legislation First Step
Act.

Collects data to better
serve incarcerated
pregnant women in the
future. 
Administers pregnancy
tests upon detention.
Defers sentencing up to 6-
12 weeks to end prison
birth.
