The picture below shows the 2023 Escuela de Misiones de la Amazonia students with their mentors and teachers
ready to head to various indigenous communities along the Amazon River. They left the first week of June for their

month of ministry practicum following the first semester of training. Upon their return, they joyfully reported that each
community allowed them freedom to visit door-to-

door and hold children, youth, and adult activities and
services. We praise God for the open doors and the
receptive hearts. Plans are being made with area
indigenous pastors to continue visiting these
communities to establish churches that will make

. disciples who make disciples.
